Artist Demonstration – Janet Keto 
(February 10)

Our February artist, Janet Keto, presented her 
demonstration on February 10 on the RB 
Library’s outdoor patio. Despite a bit of a 

challenge from a light breeze and the occasional 
airplane overhead, Janet came thoroughly prepared and 
carried on with enthusiasm. She was assisted by her 
granddaughter, who helped manage materials and setup 
throughout the presentation.

More than a dozen members attended and were very 
impressed with Janet’s process and the unique project 
she introduced for the upcoming workshop. Janet 
shared beautiful papers she had created using gel plates 
and demonstrated how these handmade prints could be 
incorporated into small handmade books. The finished 
pieces she brought to show the group were especially 
inspiring—quiet, thoughtful books combining her 
printed papers with Haiku poetry.

Her demonstration offered an engaging 
preview of the creative exploration 
participants would experience at the 
workshop later in the month.

Janet’s workshop on February 28 was held at the RB 
Oasis Learning Center and was attended by 12 
enthusiastic participants representing a range of 

experience levels. Those already familiar with gel plate 
printing quickly began creating their own papers, while Janet 
was able to spend time guiding and encouraging participants 
who were newer to the process.

Janet generously brought a wide variety of materials to share, 
allowing everyone to experiment and explore. Participants 
created their own gel-printed papers and began envisioning 
how they could use them in handmade book projects similar 
to the beautiful examples Janet brought to display. Her 
finished booklets—combining gel plate prints with thoughtful 
Haiku poetry—continued to inspire the group.

By the end of the workshop, tables were filled with colorful 
printed papers and plenty of creative energy. In fact, there’s 
already a rumor circulating that a “Keto Workshop 2.0” 
might happen sometime this summer or maybe next term, 
which begins September 2026!
